2. WRITE IT DOWN: KEEP A NOTEBOOK OR DIGITAL DOCUMENT WHERE YOU WRITE

DOWN EACH NEW WORD, ITS DEFINITION, AND AN EXAMPLE SENTENCE.
3. USE IT IN CONTEXT: CHALLENGE YOURSELF TO USE THE NEW WORD IN A

CONVERSATION, SOCIAL MEDIA POST, OR WRITING EXERCISE THAT DAY.
4. REVIEW REGULARLY: AT THE END OF EACH WEEK, REVIEW THE WORDS YOU’VE

LEARNED AND TRY TO USE THEM IN SENTENCES.

EXAMPLE:
- WORD OF THE DAY: SERENDIPITY

- DEFINITION: THE OCCURRENCE OF EVENTS BY CHANCE IN A HAPPY OR BENEFICIAL
WAY.

- EXAMPLE SENTENCE: "DISCOVERING THAT CHARMING LITTLE BOOKSTORE WAS
PURE SERENDIPITY."
